Claudia Anderson (Junior Program Director, Flute, D.M.A., University of Iowa) holds a faculty position at Grinnell 
College and plays principal flute with the Waterloo/Cedar Falls Symphony in Iowa. Anderson's dynamic performing 
and teaching styles, as well as her signature programming that naturally blends contemporary with traditional, puts 
her in high demand as a guest artist and clinician at many colleges and universities around the country. She also 
performs with flutist Jill Felber in the flute duo ZAWA!, and has participated in numerous commissions and 
arrangements for two flutes. 
 
Andrew Cooperstock (Piano, D.M.A, Peabody Conservatory, M.M., Juilliard, B.M., University of Cincinnati College
-Conservatory of Music) performs widely as soloist and chamber musician and has appeared throughout five 
continents and in most of the fifty states. With violinist William Terwilliger, as the award-winning Opus Two, he has 
recorded the complete works for piano and violin by Aaron Copland and performed them worldwide. He has also 
performed with the Takács and Ying Quartets, Trio Contraste, the Dorian Quintet, and the Colorado Chamber 
Players.  Currently, he chairs the keyboard department at the University of Colorado at Boulder. 
 
Jerome Greyson Fleg (Clarinet, D.M.A. CU-Boulder M.M. University of Northern Colorado, B.M.E. Peabody 
Conservatory) has played as a freelance, chamber, and orchestral clarinetist throughout the United States, Europe 
and South America.  He is currently principal clarinet of the Wyoming Symphony, Boulder Chamber Orchestra and 
the Antero Winds, and plays clarinet/bass clarinet with the Central City Opera.   Fleg has toured as the principal 
clarinet with the Mantovani Orchestra and has played with the Colorado Symphony, Greeley Philharmonic, Ft. 
Collins Symphony, Gettysburg Symphony, and Columbia Symphony Orchestra. Fleg is currently on the faculty of 
the University of Wyoming.   
 
SoYoung Lee (Music Director, Piano, D.M.A., M.M., University of California-Santa Barbara, Birmingham School of 
Music in England, University of Southern California, B.S., B.M., University of California-Irvine) is an award winning 
pianist and a Regents Scholar, a recipient of the ErnŖ Dohn§nyi Piano Prize, Gwendolyn Koldofsky Accompanying 
Fellowship and the Corwin Composition Award.  SoYoung is involved with a number of music and dance projects 
including Bach2Brazil and In the Mist chamber ballets in collaboration with choreographer and former Balanchine 
dancer Viki Psihoyos, a multi-disc recording project of Schumann with pianist Sergio Gallo and baritone Daniel 
Ihasz.  She has held director positions at Baldwin-Wallace College Conservatory Adult Education & Preparatory 
Department, Millikin University Preparatory Division and the Boulder Arts Academy & Boulder Ballet.  SoYoung 
served on the music faculty at Millikin, State University of New York, Fredonia and was a visiting Piano Pedagogy 
faculty at the University of Colorado, Boulder.  She attended the University of Birmingham and the Birmingham 
School of Music in England, the University of Southern California and the University of California at Santa Barbara 
on a full music scholarship.  SoYoung is equally at home as a performing artist, teacher, producer, and an arts 
advocate. 

 
Margaret McDonald is Assistant Professor of Collaborative Piano at the University of Colorado at Boulder. She 
helped to develop the Collegeôs new graduate degree program in Collaborative Piano and directed the 
undergraduate collaborative curriculum. Ms. McDonald enjoys a very active performing career regionally and 
nationally as a recital partner with many distinguished artists. She received her Bachelor of Music and Master of 
Music degrees in Piano Performance from the University of Minnesota. She is completing her Doctor of Musical Arts 
degree at the University of California ï Santa Barbara. 

 

Norman Paulu (Violin, ACMS Coach, Artist Diploma, Performerôs Certificate, M.M., B.M., Eastman School of 
Music) has had a long and illustrious professional career as chamber musician, soloist, concertmaster, conductor 
and professor.  He was concertmaster of the Oklahoma City Symphony Orchestra, formed and led the Lyric String 
Quartet, and was Artist-in-Residence as first violinist of the Pro Arte Quartet and professor of music at University of 
Wisconsin-Madison.  Following his retirement in 1995, Mr. Paulu taught a year at the University of Colorado, 
continued performing concerts and worked on the faculty of the Chamber Music on the Mountain summer camp in 
Tucson, AZ. He serves as trustee and past president of the Rocky Ridge Music Center Foundation. 

 
Kaori Uno (Bassoon, Professional Diploma, M.M. University of Colorado-Boulder, Aichi Prefecture University of 
Fine Arts and Music in Japan) has performed nationally and internationally as both soloist and chamber musician, 
including the Arundo Winds, finalist at the Fischoff Chamber Music competition award-winning graduate woodwind 
quartet, at the University of Colorado. Kaori participated in the National Repertory Orchestra, Aspen Music Festival 
and School, Kyoto International Music Student Festival, the Colorado Mahler Fest Orchestra, and the Japanese 
Double Reed Society bassoon ensemble.
